Russia: Concepts and Institutions”

The New Economic School, with support from
the Yeltsin Foundation, invites submissions of
paper proposals for an international conference
on property in Russia.

The apparent absence in Russia of an
established tradition of private property is
habitually assumed by both domestic and
foreign observers to be a defining feature of
Russian society since time immemorial. The
refusal of many Russian citizens to recognize
the legitimacy of fortunes amassed in the post-
Soviet period is manifested, for instance, in
numerous public opinion polls; however, the
exact meaning of this refusal is less clear:
certainly, the post-Soviet social realities do not
fit well with the stereotypes of “traditional
Russian collectivism.” As for the
historiography, the debates on property in
Russia have traditionally had a cyclical
character: the absence of a tradition of private
property is adduced to explain the peculiarities
in the development of Russian state and society,
while these very same peculiarities, in turn, are
drawn upon to explain why a tradition of
private property failed to develop.

The purpose of this conference is to bring
together scholars from a variety of disciplines to
discuss the evolution of concepts and
institutions of property in Russia and to chart an
agenda for further study of property in Russia.

We are interested in original empirical research
and theoretical papers that deal with, among
others, the following topics:
e Concepts of property in Russia —
USSR — Russia;
e Varieties in property types and
regimes;
e Property and the state;
